Dear Parent or Guardian,

The Government has announced that, apart from in a small number of areas, primary 

schools will re-open, as planned, on Monday 4th January 2021. As you are 

aware, we have planned an INSET day on Monday 4th January and therefore the school 

will reopen to children on Tuesday 5th January 2021. 

 
As before, a great deal of planning and risk assessment has gone into ensuring that our 

school continues to be as safe as for pupils and staff, in line with latest Government 

and Public Health England guidance. We will continue to take decisions in the best 

interests of our pupils, working with you and keeping you informed every step of the 

way. 

 

You may also have heard that testing for those without coronavirus symptoms will be 

conducted in some schools this term. However, this relates only to secondary schools 

and therefore we are unaffected.
